OBITUARY 

ERXEST H E N R Y  BLACKMORE 

The Entomological Society of British Colunibiia recomrds with sorrow the 
death of Mr. E. H. Blackm,ore, on March 2nd, 1929. 

Ernest H. Bla~hrno~re was b'oi-n in Ludlo'w, Shropshire, England, and 
came tmo Canada in 1904 in his early twenties. H e  lived in Stratford, Ontario, f c r  
two years and then momved to Calgary, where he was in the insuran'ce business 
until enterilng th'e Money Ordler Departmfent of the Po~srtal Services in IPS. 
Shortly iiterwarlds he was transferred to Vi~oto~ria, B. C. remaining in the same 
depai%ment and becoming head olf it in the Victoria branch in 1921. 

From boyholo,d he was interested in insects, confining his attention, how- 
ever, to  Lepid'optera in general and, after corning to Vidoria, to Geo~metridae in 
particular. After a visit to the National C,oblectio'ns a t  Ottawa he became 
especially interested in bhe Micro81qid,optera and, largely thro'ugh the encourage- 
ment of Mr. August Busck, of IrlTasthrin@on and Dr. J. H. McDunn'omugh, of 
Ottawa, he slpecializ,ed in this grotup until his death. Hits nalme became identified 
with the Micrlo's of bhis Pro'vince and his co~rrespo~ndence therewith contains, 
amongs~t o,thers, co~m~municatio~ns frolnl Benjamin, Busck, M,cDunnough, Casino, 
Swett, Miss Braun, c m ~ ~ t o c k ,  Meyrick, Prout, Sehaus and Ottolengui. 

His c d l ~ t i o n s ,  cons.isting of nearly f i ['teen hundred species, represented 
by some eight thousand sipecinl!eas, were ~(btained fr'oln all over the settled parts 
of this Province largely Dhrmgh his own eff.orts, but also through tholse of his 
wife and a wide circle of frien~ds to ~~lh,onl  he  imparted mnch of his joyous en- 
thusiasm. The exactnests wieh which the Microls especially are mjounted, remains 
as  a monument to his painstaking care and attention to minute details. 
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
