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In this issue, Reilly (pp. 134-135) looks critically
at the current split between neurological and
psychiatric illness, and concludes that the
division is untenable. Fitzgerald (pp.105-107)
argues that bringing together psychiatry with
neurology would have long-term benefits for
research, patient care, and for clinicians
themselves.
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
