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SHEA Meets With OSHA
and NIOSH at White House

Scheduled for Friday, April 19, a
SHEA Team that included our past,
present, and future presidents, as
well as several members of the
AIDS/TB task force and our
Arkansas liaison, was scheduled to
meet with representatives of OSHA
and NIOSH to discuss the appropri-
ateness of fit testing for healthcare

workers who will be using particulate
respirators when they care for
patients who have, or who may have,
tuberculosis. The meeting was to be
facilitated by Carol Rasco and her
staff. Ms. Rasco is assistant to the
President for domestic policy. She
was the keynote speaker at last year’s
annual SHEA meeting.

Demographics and Activities of

SHEA Members

Last year, the membership com-
mittee, led by H. Gunner Deery II,
designed a survey to learn more
about our organization’s member-
ship. Based on a 52% response, we
are an organization that is 90% physi-
cians, 85% of whom are internists and
76% of whom are male. Seventy-two
percent of our members stated that
the size of their primary hospitals
was 300 beds or more. Only 16% of

the hospitals were nonteaching.
Seventy-five percent of the members
said they did not have long-term—care
healthcare epidemiology responsibil-
ities. Fifty-six percent were involved
in quality management, 9% chairing
quality management at the time of
the 1995 survey. We are planning to
share a more detailed analysis of the
information in the June SHEA
Newsletter.
