L'Association canadienne de science politique recoit des fonds du
Conseil de recherche en sciences humaines du Canada pour defrayer
les frais de deplacement des membres residant dans les regions qui sont
loin de la conference.

(2) Les bourses ont trait a des deplacements au sein de
l'Amerique du Nord; elles seront calculees au prorata en fonction des
meilleurs tarifs aeriens offerts chaque annee. Pour permettre d'ajuster
les bourses de l'Acsp en fonction des besoins, les requerants et re-
querantes sont tenus de d^voiler a 1'Association toute autre bourse/
subvention dont ils beneficient pour le meme voyage. Toute portion de
la bourse qui depasse les tarifs aeriens doit etre remise a l'Acsp le plus
rapidement possible afin de permettre une nouvelle repartition des
fonds.

(3) L'ordre de priorite regissant l'octroi des bourses sera le sui-
vant: (a) tout conferencier ou toute conferenciere faisant partie des
deux categories suivantes (maximum: une bourse par expose); (b) les
membres qui n'ont pas obtenu leur permanence; et (c) les etudiants et
etudiantes sauf ceux avec emploi a temps plein. Priorite sera accordee
aux etudiants et etudiantes au doctorat avec projet de recherche avance.

(4) Priorite sera accordee aux personnes qui n'ont pas re?u de
bourses 1'annee pr6cedente.

(5) Une bourse de voyage ne peut etre consentie que si la resi-
dence, l'employeur ou l'universite ou le requerant ou la requerante
enseigne ou est inscrit se trouve a plus de 500 km du lieu ou se derou-
lera le Congres des Societes savantes.

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Sadat Chair Announcement
The Department of Government and Politics at
the University of Maryland College Park, in con-
junction with its Center for International Devel-
opment and Conflict Management, is pleased to
announce the establishment of the Anwar Sadat
Chair for Population, Development, and Peace.
The Sadat Professor will direct a major programme
of research and outreach to the scholarly and

policy-making communities, designed to promote strategies to effect peace in
troubled regions of the world plagued by protracted conflict. Through its
sponsorship of research, conferences, seminars and public policy forums both
within the US and abroad, the Sadat Chair will be dedicated to scholarly and
policy relevant analysis.

The Sadat Chair was established at the University of Maryland through
the efforts of Mrs Jehan Sadat and an international advisory board of promi-
nent statesmen, scholars and admirers of President Sadat who wished to help
promote the ideals for which Anwar Sadat worked and ultimately gave his life.
The Chair will be housed in the Department's Center for International Devel-
opment and Conflict Management, internationally recognized for its work on
protracted conflict resolution. The Sadat Chair will work closely with other
Center programmes which include the Global Events Data Set and the Minori-
ties at Risk/Early Warning project.

The Sadat Chair Professor will hold a tenured professorial appointment
in the Department and must have a superior international reputation in areas
such as international and communal conflict, political and economic develop-
ment and demographic aspects of international politics. The appointee will
also have recognized expertise in a particular region of the world, with prefer-
ence given to the Middle East. Outstanding academic credentials and/or exten-
sive and high-level policy experience will be considered important prerequi-
sites for consideration.

In establishing the Sadat Chair at the University of Maryland at College
Park, the premier public research university in the Washington area, the
donors were conscious of the important links which this campus maintains
with the policy community. Thus, in addition to seeking an individual who
gives evidence of the prospect of sustained and high-level activity in his/her
professional field, we seek a person who will be able to interact effectively
with the Washington policy community.

Finally, we seek a dynamic person willing to make a professional and per-
sonal commitment to promoting the purposes of the Department and the Center.
