In June, 1915, a force of six hundred warriors, armed mainly with bows and arrows, invaded Bussa
in what was then the British Protectorate of Northern Nigeria and drove out the British-imposed
Native Administration. Revolt in Bussa is a study of this rebellion and of the problems of the British
in trying to administer peoples whose history and political organization they did not fully understand.
Michael Crowder takes the rebellion as the central event in the history of British Native Administra-
tion or Indirect Rule in Bussa and provides an in-depth study of the problems of its operation at the
grassroots level, highlighting the relationship between the African chiefs in Bussa and the British
