Because the Review
reaches a diverse audience of scholars and
practitioners, contributors must demonstrate
how their analysis or exposition illuminates a
significant research problem, or answers an
important research question, of general inter-
est in political science.

Article Manuscripts

Article manuscripts should be submitted to
the Managing Editor, Professor Samuel C.
Patterson, American Political Science Review,
Department of Political Science, Ohio State
University, 112 Derby Hall, Columbus, Ohio
43210-1373. Four copies must be submitted,
and none can be returned. Manuscripts must
be typed double-spaced, on one side of the
paper only, and include an abstract of no more
than 150 words. The author’'s name and aftfilia-
tion should not appear on the copies submit-
ted, but only on a separate covering sheet. In
general, the Review considers manuscripts of
up to 30 pages in length. Moreover, the Review
does not consider manuscripts submitted to
other publications.
