LincoLN P. Broomrierp is Professor of Political Science and Director of the Arms
Control Project of the Center for International Studies at the Massachusetts Institute
of Technology. He is the author of The United Nations and U.S. Foreign Policy
(1960), and is the editor and coauthor of Outer Space: Prospects for Man and Society
(1962), International Military Forces (1964), and the forthcoming Khrushchev and
the Arms Race. ‘

Ameria C. Lesss is Assistant to the Director of the Center for International Studies
at M.LT. She is editor and cosuthor of the Carnegie Endowment’s 1g65 analysis
Apartheid and the United Nations Collective Measures.

Roserr L. FriepHemM is currently engaged in research on parliamentary diplomacy in
the United Nations. He is Assistant Professor in the Department of Political Science at
Purdue University, and has written both on international law-making conferences and
on the American labor movement.

B. B. Scuarrer, who was until this fall Reader in Public Administration at the Uni-
versity of Queensland, Australia, is now at the University of Sussex, England. He has
published (with K. W. Knight) Top Public Servants in Two States (1963) and (with
D. C. Corbett) Decisions: A Case Book in Australian Administration (1965). He is fin-
ishing a study of the development of administrative institutions in Papua-New Guinea.

Davip A. BALpwiIN is Assistant Professor of Government at Dartmouth College. He is
editing a book to be called Foreign Aid and American Foreign Policy: A Documentary
History, and is writing a book on economic development and American foreign policy
from 1943 to 1963.

Ricuarp J. Barner is Co-Director of the Institute for Policy Studies, Washington. He
is the coauthor of After Twenty Years: Alternatives to the Cold War in Europe (1965)
and coeditor of Security in Disarmament (1965).

WesLey L. Gouwp, Professor of Political Science at Purdue, is the author of two volumes
on international law. With Kurt Schwerin, he has just completed (for the Association
of American Law Schools) an annotated bibliography of international law studies,
documents, and periodicals, and is at work, with Michael Barkun, on a bibliography
of social science literature pertinent to international law, together with essays sug-
gesting topics in law that are susceptible of examination by social science techniques.
This project, sponsored by the American Society of International Law, is part of a
basic undertaking to relate the behavioral sciences and international law.

Kurr L. SusLL is Associate Professor of Political Science at the State University of New
York at Binghamton. He has recently returned from a prolonged stay in West Berlin
where he led a research project, sponsored by the Institute for Politica! Science of the
Free University of Berlin, dealing with the reactions of Berlin’s citizens and politica!
leaders to the crisis created by the Wall. His book Bedrohung und Bewachrung (1965)
embodies the results of this research.

Lawrence S. FiNkeLsTeIN has recently become United States Deputy Assistant Secre-
tary of Defense for International Security Affairs. His contribution to this issue was
written in his former capacity as Vice-President of the Carnegie Endowment for Inter-
national Peace. He is the author, with his wife, of a forthcoming volume of readings
on the subject of collective security.

Eric A. NorpLINGER is Assistant Professor of Politics at Brandeis University and has
completed a book entitled The Working-Class Tories: A Study in English Political
Culture.
