Regulations for the Membership Examination

Section 3 of the Regulations for the Membership
Examination which deals with qualifications to sit
the examination, states: 'Candidates shall be qualified
Medical Practitioners'.

'Qualified Medical Practitioner' means a Medical

Practitioner who is registered in the United Kingdom
under the Medical Acts, whether on the Register of
Medical Practitioners, or on the Register of Tempor
arily Registered Medical Practitioners, or in the
Republic of Ireland under the Medical Registration
Acts, or who, though not registered as described
above, hold a Commonwealth or foreign qualification
rendering him eligible for such registration, or who
holds some other qualification which the Council

considers to be of adequate standard for the relevant
purpose.

The Court of Electors has decided that from
i January 1980 any doctor who is not registered in
the United Kingdom or Republic of Ireland as
described above, and who holds any other qualifi
cation, will only be accepted as a candidate for the
examination (including the Preliminary Test) if he
produces evidence that he is eligible to sit the
Temporary Registration Assessment Board Exam
ination (TRAB) or has been granted exemption
from it.

Where
candidates have undertaken part-time or overseas
experience in psychiatry, or are required to submit
the name and address of their Clinical Tutor or
Consultant Chief, the entry forms should be submitted
at least three weeks in advance so that the application

may be finalized before the closing date is reached.
All candidates are required to pass the Preliminary
Test before sitting for the Membership Examination.
