The Society, founded in 1910 and based in London, is the leading organization for all those interested
in the study of Rome and the Roman Empire.

Institute of Classical Studies a joint library of works on classical antiquity and a collection of slides
and film strips. Members resident in or visiting the UK may borrow books and slides and consult
books belonging to the Institute. Meetings of the Society are held in London, and in other parts of the
UK together with other societies. An archaeology conference is held in alternate years at a venue out-
side London. Triennial conferences with the Hellenic Society and the Classical Association are held in
either Oxford or Cambridge.
