THE CURRENT RESEARCH INVENTORY CONTAINS A DESCRIPTIVE LISTING OF

postdoctoral research in progress in the United States, Latin America, and
Canada. This section seeks to acquaint Latin Americanists with the various
projects currently underway in the social sciences and humanities and provide
an impetus toward communication among researchers concerning their own
work.

The following inventory lists projects that are being carried out by re­
searchers in the Far West of the United States, in the southern tier of Latin
America, (Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Ecuador, Paraguay, Peru, and
Uruguay), and in Canada. The next issue, Spring 1971, will include studies
being conducted by scholars in the eastern region of the United States, in
Puerto Rico, and in international organizations. With that first issue of Volume
VI the Current Research Inventory will substitute a topical arrangement of
projects for the present institutional organization of this section. It is hoped
that this change in format will make the information more readily accessible
and useful.

Projects in this issue are arranged according to researcher and discipline,
under three main classifications: United States Institutions, Latin American
Institutions and Canadian Institutions. Information within each project is
listed in the following order:
