It is
obvious to illustrate these links on “creating of myths” in scientific
statements not having an empirical base. The workshop “Neuro-
Myths and Social Romanticism” continues a complex tradition of
critical distance towards neuro-sciences and social psychiatry. A
brief survey about some controverse discussed claims will be given
(S. Debus): first towards the neuro-sciences, which do not realize
the “identity of the ego”, as long as they refer to inadequate
mechanical models, second towards social psychiatry which
degrades the body to an epi-phenomenon and compensates the non-
suitability of its social-psycho-models by pure social actionism.
The following critical and self-critical contributions give a
comment on the process of scientific creating of myth from
different points of view: from a semiotic view (R. Posner), from a
clinical-psychiatric view (A. Heinz), from a social-psychiatric view
(H. Pfefferer-Wolf) and from a philosophical view (G. Schulte).

Major changes in medical and health care culture shape the
development of new roles of mental health professionals and their
clients. The empowerment paradigm, policy initiatives towards
partnership, expert patient-hood, and shared-decision making
exert their influence in various ways and to varying degrees. Old
and new media give free access to formerly privileged
information. Multidisciplinary teams search and find new
definitions of professional identity, skills and responsibilities.
New forms of patient-professional communication and
cooperation take place in different new contexts of mental health
care delivery. This symposium will tackle conceptual issues as
well as present examples of novel research and practice
approaches. The stage will be set by Stefan Priebe/UK with a talk
on “Understanding and investigating the therapeutic relationship
in psychiatry™ with theoretical considerations as well as research
data on this issue. Manfred Zaumseil from the University of
Berlin will concentrate on the construct of shared-decision
making and research on “advanced” forms of patient-professional
relationships. Research results and new developments concerning
crisis plans in the UK will be presented by Claire Henderson from
the Institute of Psychiatry in London. Finally, Michaela Amering
from Vienna will inform on research and implementation
initiatives of advance directives including her research on
consumers deliberating decisions on whether and how to make
use of this too! in New York, USA. Diana Rose, Senior Lecturer
and Co-ordinator of the Service User Research Enterprise
(SURE) at the Institute of Psychiatry in London, will enrich the
workshop as an expert discussant.

Methods: The pext AEP Human Rights Workshop will deal
with “The role of psychiatrists in ensuring the respect of the rights
of persons deprived of their liberty”.

Results: The Workshop will be chaired by Prof. Paul Cosyns
(University of Antwerp). The speakers will specifically focus on the
need for European psychiatrists to actively participate in the
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supervision of the human rights of persons deprived of their liberty.
Dr. Gérard Niveau (University Institute of Forensic Medicine,
Geneva) will present the action of the European Court of Human
Rights in promoting the respect of the rights of mentally disabled
persons. He will also introduce the most important legal cases of the
European Court in the domain of psychiatry. Dr. Cyrille Orizet
(European Committee for the Prevention of Torture, Council of
Europe) will present, in the name of the Council of Europe, the
concrete role of the European Committee for the Prevention of Torture
(CPT). He will explain which legal standards were introduced by the
CPT in the domain of psychiatry and provide some concrete examples
of the results which were obtained on the field, following the visits of
the CPT. Dr. Marianne Kastrup (Centre of Transcultural Psychiatry of
Copenhagen) will then share her concrete experience, as a former
expert in the CPT, of psychiatric input and assistance in ensuring that
the rights of persons deprived of their liberty are not violated.

Conclusion: A discussion with the participants will close the
Symposium.

C-05. Educational course: Liaison
psychiatry: Identifying and treating
psychiatric problems in a medical
population

It is well recognised that up to a quarter of patients attending general
medical facilities have anxiety or depressive disorders, These disorders
lead to impaired outcome of the medical disorder. Inexperienced
psychiatrists may invite an excessive number of referrals to the liaison
psychiatry service unless a good “filter” is used. The participants will
learn the strengths and weaknesses of using a screening instrument to
detect psychiatric disorders in medical populations. The participants
will be given the results of a two phase survey, which included 270
consecutive medical inpatients. They will work in small groups to
decide how to implement a liaison psychiatry service that will answer
the needs of the most severely depressed patients but without inviting
an enormous number of referrals of patients who show mild distress
only. Videotapes will be used to show clinical vignettes, which indicate
the importance of depressive disorders in medical populations so that
participants are aware of the advantages of detecting and treating
depressive disorders in this population. A second round of small group
discussions will be focussed on practical steps needed to establish a
practical mode of referral to the liaison psychiatrist working in the
general hospital or primary care. This will include a discussion of the
different modes of referral and ways of enhancing physician’s or GP’s
skills in treating depression.
