In an effort to distribute
more fairly the rising costs of producing the journal, the Governing Board
at their meeting in 1990 ruled that manuscripts submitted by persons who
are not members of the Philosophy of Science Association must be ac-
companied by a processing fee of $15.00. This fee (payable by check or
money order to the Association) may be waived for submissions from
citizens of countries with currency restrictions.
