1. The third sentence in the Abstract should read:
A transition to WFPB diets will mitigate against
these impacts and potentially reduce agriculture
greenhouse gas emissions by up to 80%.

2. The second sentence in the fourth paragraph
should read:

Mitigation techniques at the point of production
could reduce greenhouse gas emissions from agri-
culture by approximately 10% by 2050, but a shift
of dietary patterns, with increased consumption
of plant-based foods, could lead to an 80% reduc-
tion in agriculture emissions.
