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-caused by the disappearance of the Harvard legal bibliographies will be
filled by another publication-equally prestigious and perhaps more
efficient.

NEW INTERNATIONAL LAW REVIEW

IPRax (Praxis des internationalen Privat-und Verfahrensrechts) is
a new German-language law review specializing entirely in the subject-
area of conflict of laws (or private international law).

A NEW PERUVIAN CI\rIL CODE

In 1974 a special commission was established to draft a new Civil
Code. It would replace the relatively outdated Code of 1936 which at the
time of the drafting was modeled upon the German Civil Code (BGB)
of the 1900. The commission consists of ten members, all of whom are
eminent Peruvian jurists and experts in their respective fields of law.
It is also significant that the President of the Commission, Dr. Felipe
Osterling Parodi, is the current Minister of Justice in the recently elected
government of Peru.
