Charles B. Bourne

CHARLES BOURNE was the founding Editor-in-Chief of this
Yearbook in 1963, and he remained in that capacity until last

year — a span of thirty years. For international lawyers in Canada
and around the world the name of The Canadian Yearbook of Inter-
national Law will be indelibly associated with his name.

A graduate of the University of Toronto, Cambridge, and Har-
vard, Charles Bourne has had a lifelong commitment to the field of
international law, as a professor at the University of British Colum-
bia, as a scholar widely renowned for his work on the law relating to
international water resources, and as Editor-in-Chief of this Yearbook.
His approach to international legal issues and to his work as Editor-
in-Chief has been characterized by intellectual rigour, a strong
sense of legality and of the rule of law, and by pragmatism and
common sense. That is why his scholarly works continue to have
relevance and why the Yearbook has always held a respected position
among international legal publications.
