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THE SALERMTAN QUESTIONS

An Introduction to the History of Medieval and Renaissance Problem
Literature, by BRIAN LAWN. The Salernitan Questions are a hitherto
unknown source for the teaching at the School of Salerno about 1200
A.D., when the scientific renaissance which spread from Salerno was
in its early stages. This book traces the origin of the Questions and their
subsequent influence. In so doing, it surveys the whole field of scientific
question literature from pre-Salernitan traditional Latin sources to
the end of the seventeenth century. $11.SO.

THREE HUNDRED YEARS OF PSYCHIATRY, 1535-1860

A History Presented in Selected English Texts, by R. HUNTER and
I. MACALPINE. This book traces the growth of clinical and pathological
observations, their classification, and the changing theory of causation
and treatment of mental disorders by selecting important original
sources from works published between 1S3S and 1860. Extracts are
taken from English and American works and foreign works translated
into English; they are arranged chronologically and prefaced by a
short Introduction giving the reasons for the selection of the extract
and a discussion of its historical and clinical importance. $15.25,

by S. V. UTECHIN. This is a new translation of the most important
single work from Lenin's pen. What Is To Be Done contains the basic
Leninist ideas on organization, strategy and tactics which have since
underlain the activities of the Russian Communist Party, the Soviet
Government and the World Communist movement. The Introduction
surveys the ideas advanced by Lenin in the pamphlet and traces the
origins of these ideas in earlier Russian revolutionary thought. $5.50.

Its Traditions and Styles, by PAUL WINOERT. This excellent introduction
to the subject begins by defining primitive art, comments on past and
present attitudes to it and investigates the physical, psychological
and sociological background. Most of the work contains a study of the
primitive art of Negro Africa, Oceania, and North America, with
general reference to Indonesia, Micronesia, Australia, South America
and Eskimo North America. $8.25.
