At the same time it is a journal
rooted in the long-term concerns of art librarians, dealing with practical
issues relating to traditional art library materials such as exhibition and
sales catalogues, visual resources and artists’ books.

Most issues of the Arz Libraries Journal cover a wide spread of relevant
subjects, but some focus on specific themes, such as digitisation or museum
libraries, or more contentious topics such as copyright or charging for
services.
