For over 2,000 years the problem of the actor has been misunderstood. Acting has been con-
sidered either from a criticol or interpretative foint of view, or has been superficially divided
into an external or internal approach. We hove had great acting, but no knowledge of how it

was achieved or of the procedures necessary to recreate it. Therefore, it was impossible to
create a proper foundation for the training of the actor.

Today, through our expanding knowledge of how the human organism reacts, the process of
conditioning, the creation of hobits, the interoction between the conscious and subconscious, the

process of creative imagination, and the discovery of the basic elements in acting (as defined
by StonislovskiJ, we are able, for the first time, to understand these processes and create that

foundation for the actor's training.

The actor needs a basic training. This is achieved not by the simple exposure to the public,
nor by the necessary but limited emphasis on voice, speech, and physical dexterity. These train

the tools but not the talent, which is dependent on the development of concentration, will and
belief, imagination, fantasy, improvisation and spontaneity, and behavior—the logical and

truthful carrying out of actions and adjustments.

Acting is the most personal of our crofts. The make-up of a human being—his physical, mental,
and emotionol habits—influence his acting to a much greater extent than commonly recognized.

The work with the actor therefore demands on individual approach to each actor.

As Artistic Director of the Actors Studio and Co-founder of the Group Theatre, I hove, for many
years, been aware of the need to offer training in acting and the theatre arts to a wider public.
But the very special and individual nature of the work has, in the past, confined my instructions

to the membership of the Studio and to my privote classes.

Now, finally, the emergence of teaching talents, trained by me, which I can assume full responsi-
bility for, direct supervision of, and active participation with, mokes it possible to answer these
demands, by the establishment of a professional studio school, an Institute for Performing Arts.

Church Music-Drama
By FLETCHER COLLINS, JR., Mary Baldwin College, xiii, 356 pp., 5 color,
and 70 black and white illus., index. §17.50

This inquiry considers sixteen of the music-dramas which remain from the
repertory of the medieval church. In order to determine how these plays
might have been produced, Collins has spent many years searching the entire
realm of medieval visual art. Here he presents the results of his research and
explains the production of medieval drama as it is enlightened by contem-
porary visual arts. Many illustrations of the art works on which Collins
has based his conclusions are included. His comprehensive interpretations
allow modern productions of the plays to fulfill as closely as possible the
original intentions of their authors. Accurate visualization and understanding
of the art form of medieval music-drama is now possible for the first time
in the modern world.

Jacobean Dramatic Perspectives
By ARTHUR C. KIRSCH, University of Virginia. 160 pp. (tnt.), index. $7.50

Critics of Jacobean plays often treat them simply as extensions of Elizabethan
models. This study shows how they may be better understood when more
emphasis is placed upon what makes them distinctive. The author argues
that the development and popularity of Fletcherian tragicomedy, satiric
comedy, and coterie comedy reflected significant changes in the Jacobean
theater and that an appreciation of certain characteristics of these genres,
notably their pervasive theatrical self-consciousness, can help us both evaluate
and interpret much of the drama of the period in a fresh way. Among the
specific relationships Mr. Kirsch explores are the relevance of Fletcherian
premises to the problem comedies and last plays of Shakespeare, as well as
to tire ostensive tragedies of Webster and Ford, and the importance of coterie
dramaturgy, with its morality play inheritance, in Middleton's development.

From Satire to Celebration

Critics have hitherto tended to study Shakespeare's last plays in terms of
their symbolic patterning, as if they were purely literary texts. Professor
Foakes here seeks to understand and explain the last plays as dramatic struc-
tures for the stage. Starting from the dark comedies, he shows the ways in
which Shakespeare was affected by the new techniques and possibilities for
drama opened up by the innovations of the years after 1600, notably the
rise of the children's companies. The main line of development of Shake-
speare's dramatic skills is shown as leading from the dark comedies, through
the late tragedies like Coriolanus, to the last plays.
