Honors the recipient’s lifetime of exem-
plary scholarship in the joint tradition of
political science and public administration.

Hubert H. Humphrey Award

Awarded annually in recognition of nota-
ble public service by a political scientist.

Benjamin E. Lippincott Award

Awarded biennially to recognize a work
of exceptional quality by a living political
theorist that is still considered significant
after a time span of at least 15 years since
the original date of publication.
