The USC Gould School of Law’s International Human Rights Clinic
works on projects and cases that confront the most pressing
human rights concerns of our day. Under the supervision of Clinic
Director Professor Hannah Garry, students seek justice on behalf
of victims, hold perpetrators of serious human rights abuses
accountable and work toward progressive development of the law.
Through this experience, students acquire knowledge and skills
for effective international lawyering and human rights advocacy
while supporting the critical work of human rights advocates and
organizations worldwide.

The clinic has included casework and externships before the United Nations International Criminal
Tribunal for Rwanda, the Extraordinary Chambers in the Courts of Cambodia, the Special Tribunal
for Lebanon and the International Criminal Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia. In addition, the
clinic drafts amicus briefs in U.S. courts, providing an international human rights perspective to
domestic legal issues such as juvenile life without parole sentencing. Clinic students have also
represented survivors of human trafficking with the Coalition to Abolish Slavery and Trafficking.
Finally, the clinic organizes human rights film and speaker events such as a discussion with
Dr. Kosal Path, a survivor of Cambodian mass atrocities.
