THE JOURNAL OF ROMAN STUDIES

The Journal of Roman Studies (11 X 7} inches) is published by the
Society in half-yearly parts, and 1s issued gratuitously and post free to all
subscribing members. The Journal is sold to non-subscribers at the rate
of 30/- a volume or 15/~ a part.

An arrangement has been effected between the Roman Society, the
Hellenic Society and the Classical Association by which the Journals of the
three bodies will be conducted in harmony and will occupy distinct
provinces of learning.

THE LIBRARY AND COLLECTIONS

In connexion with the Hellenic Society, the Roman Society maintains
at 50 Bedford Square a joint library of Greek and Roman art, archaeology
and history, and a collection of lantern-slides and photographs.
