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There is a minimal information about neurophysiological investigation of schizotypal persons also its
diagnostic position differs in ICD10 and DSM IV and some people believe that it is a part of the
schizophrenia spectrum disorder or insidious schizophrenia or personality disorder. Perhaps
neurophysiological investigation will make us more able to make a final diagnostic judgment of this
clinical term, we found only one publication which is partly close to our investigation. Cadenhead
and all. (2000) reports the results of their investigation concerning subjects with schizotypal
personality disorder may have trait-linked. Sensory gating deficits similar to those in patients with
schizophrenia and their relatives. Because these subjects may manifest sensory gating deficits
without overt psychotic symptoms, it is likely that these deficits represent a core cognitive
dysfunction of the schizophrenia spectrum.
