The relationships
between the passions and religious belief and also to aesthetics are
also analysed, alongside the ethical and psychoanalytical implications
of our emotions. Connexions between the passions and our reading of
fiction and our response to developments in technology are consid-
ered, as is the work of Descartes, Spinoza, Nietzsche, William James
and R.G. Collingwood. This book will be an essential compendium to
contemporary work in the area.
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
