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Nowadays, the syphilis, a rare and ancient diseae, is present from time to time in the various fields of 
medicine. In its tertiary phase, the psychiatric signs are atypical, making the diagnosis more difficult.  

The authors present the case reports of the patients beeing in the tertiary phase, the ways in which they 
establish the diagnosis and, also, the global treatment.
