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The achievement of Lucretius as a poet, his attitude towards religion, his view ot
his brother men, and of the Nature of the Universe in which men find themselves,
are the humane matters that Mr Sikes discusses here. His book has thus a broad
modern interest and is open to general readers as well as to scholars.
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This well-stratified site, the first excavated in Lesbos, covers the whole of tfce
Bronze Age and is important as throwing light on the West Anatolian culture
(to which it belongs) and on the relations of that culture to those in the
northern, western, and southern Aegean.
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A Series designed for the publication of short monographs, too long for inclusion
