Since the end of World War II the coup d'etat has been a predict­
able feature of the political life of Latin America, Africa, Asia, and
the Middle East. What triggers a coup? What prompts the military
to intervene? Investigating the case of Ecuador, which since 1948
has experienced no less than five military overthrows of its govern­
ment, Fitch develops a general conceptual framework for analyzing
the coup d'etat. On the basis of in-depth interviews with 80 key
military men and 19 political leaders, he shows that the coup in
Ecuador, as in other Latin American countries, has become an
institutionaiized part of the political system. This first major study
of recent events in Ecuador, contributes to an understanding of

LOCAL GOVERNMENT IN A CENTRALIZED POLITY

Arturo Valenzuela

In this study of the relationships among local governments, people, and the
central government in Chile, Arturo Valenzuela draws on a range of modern
quantitative techniques, extensive field research, and historical data to illumi­
nate significantly the Chilean political system before the military coup.
Chile has always fascinated observers because it has not conformed to the
general pattern of Latin American politics. In a continent where rule by
armed forces was the norm, Chile developed institutions that provided strong
civilian leadership. Allende's Popular Unity government attempted to bring
about fundamental change within the framework of traditional Chilean insti­
tutions. The reaction to this experiment ushered in military rule and marked
the most severe political breakdown in Chile's history. It is too early to tell
whether Chile's institutional system will emerge again, but whether it does
or not, the unique Chilean system will be the subject of scholarly interest
for years to come.
