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The following information follows the number and title of each drawing, 
where appropriate: size in inches, scale (if determinable), medium, hand (if known). 
In measurements, height precedes width, the drawing being viewed according to 
what it shows, not by its direction in the album. Where sheets are not rectangular 
the largest dimensions are taken, to one-eighth of an inch. Scales are given 
in feet relative to one inch. Thus 10ft stands for ten feet of building to one 
inch of drawing. Terms such as 'half-inch scale' are not used or implied. 
Some scales, especially large ones, are expressed as ratios. Scales were sometimes 
made by division or from inaccurate implements and, moreover, paper is 
dimensionally unstable; some measure of approximation is thus often necessary. 
Scales described as marked are either drawn on the sheet or indicated in words; 
measured means that the scale may be established from dimensions on the draw­
ing; some scales can be established by comparison. Watermarks have not been 
noted. Pencil stands for graphite, which was by this time a standard medium. 
Ms are described by their colour only, and no attempt is made to identify the 
media used. Black ink is usually carbon, and for grey washes it is often diluted. 
Common iron-gall writing ink is frequently used for drawing. This has the 
property of being nearly black when freshly applied and allowed to dry, but 
turning browner with age or exposure. However, its initial colour varied. What 
now looks brown I have described as brown, and it is probable that in many 
cases it was always brown. The term endorsement is used only of matter on the 
back of a drawing. The identity of Compiler is discussed in the preceding intro­
duction. The numbering, in the order of drawings in the album, is mine. 

On the second blank leaf of the album is pasted a printed copy of 
Vanbrugh's letter to Edward Southwell of 23 October 1713 (Vanbrugh, 
Letters, ed. G. F. Webb, 1928, pp. 55-56).
