The History of Education Society will hold its annual meeting at Emory 
University in Atlanta, Georgia on November 2-4,1990. This will be a joint 
meeting with the Southern History of Education Society. The program com­
mittee solicits proposals on any aspect of the history of education, formal or 
informal, in the United States or elsewhere, or on education-related topics in 
social, cultural, or intellectual history. Topics of particular interest include 
issues related to women, minorities, or social classes; education in the South; 
current reform initiatives; teaching and curriculum development in the his­
tory of education; and conceptual and methodological problems in our field. 
We also hope to hear from historians who are exarnining ways that several 
themes and issues, e.g., race, gender, and social class, r^ave intersected. Special 
consideration will be given to proposals from new scholars and graduate 
students and to those who want to present research-in-progress. 

Proposals should outline the theme of the paper and include sections on 
significance, methods, and conclusions (1-3 pages). A one-page vita of the 
presenter should be attached. Proposals for sessions—two or three related 
papers, chairperson, and commentator(s)—are encouraged. Please feel free to 
discuss your ideas with any member of the committee. Send proposals (4 
copies) by April 15 to Donald Warren, Department of Education Policy, 
Planning, and Administration, University of Maryland, College Park, Mary­
land 20742.
