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For the document itself, Sir Charles Young was indebted to his friend
the Rev. Richard Webster Huntley, of Boxwell Court, among whose
family papers it has been for many years.

A short note was next read from John Adey Repton, Esq. addressed
to the Resident Secretary, relating to the antiquity of the two Iron
Instruments called Catchpolls, lately placed upon the Society's table, and
formerly engraved in the Archaeologia. Mr. Repton considers them to
be of a period between the reigns of Edward the Third and Henry the
Eighth. - • •
