Osandidates for admission as Ordinary Members are proposed and
seconded ab one ordinary meeting of the Society, and balloted for at the
next, a majority of at least bwo-thirds of the members present being
necessary for election.

The Annual Subseription for ordinary memberghip is ten shillings.
