How can one explain the general failure of the social sciences
to accumulate reliable knowledge?

Why have the social sciences been so vulnerable to dogma,
mythology and mysticism?

The social sciences have failed us. Practitioners in the social
realm (such as politicians, therapists, educators and econo-
mists) are unable to provide the answers we seek to meet the
challenges of our lives and the next millennium.

In Leaving the Cave, Hutcheon explores the reasons for this fail-
ure. In this pioneering study of the development of social and
biological evolutionary theory she contends that, for the first
time in history, there exists a paradigm capable of integrating
the life sciences and the social/behavioural sciences, a model to
make effective social science a reality.

To illustrate her arguments Hutcheon traces the development
of a current of thought she identifies as evolutionary natural-
ism. She focuses on those thinkers who have most illuminated
this philosophy, from the Hellenic Greeks, through the works
of the early pioneers of modern social-scientific thought, to the
social theorists of the late nineteenth and early twentieth cen-
turies whose ideas have been firmly rooted in the Darwinian
and Pavlovian revolutions, including Dawkins, Gould and

Kuhn.

Tables and
diagrams must be submitted on separate pages. In preparing a manuscript for consider-
ation by the Editorial Board, authors should follow the JOURNAL'’s style sheet which the
editors can supply. Otherwise, the most recent issue of the JOURNAL can serve as a style
guide. Manuscripts will not be returned. Authors may submit the final version on
MS-DOS diskette in WordPerfect, Microsoft RTF or ASCII format, along with a hard
copy of the file.
